

CITY OF HUDSON PARK BOARD MEETING

JANUARY 12, 2016

Meeting was called to order by Chairman Casanova at 5:30 p.m.
CONSIDERATION OF PARK BOARD MINUTES  MOTION by Hall, second by O’Keefe to recommend approval of the November 10, 2015 Park Board minutes. MOTION CARRIED.
DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON REQUEST BY HUDSON SOFTBALL ASSOCIATION (HSA) FOR USE OF THE GRANDVIEW PARK CONCESSIONS FOR 2016  Zeuli stated the HSA is requesting use of the Grandview Park Concessions for 2016. He noted the HSA contributes 6% of all sales on a monthly basis per the agreement. Hall questioned whether additional use by HSA is anticipated. Rasmussen  said the expected use by HSA should remain the same for 2016.
MOTION by Hall, second by Erickson to recommend approval of the 2016 Grandview Park Concessions agreement with the Hudson Softball Association and to recommend  6% of all monthly sales be submitted to the City as stated in the Agreement.  MOTION CARRIED.

DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON THE REQUEST FROM TYRRELL AND JENNIFER GAFFER TO ACQUIRE PARK PROPERTY BETWEEN 236 COULEE ROAD AND 202 COULEE ROAD  Casanova referenced the memo dated December 10, 2016, from Tyrrell Gaffer noting interest in acquiring land between the Nova property(236 Coulee Road) and the Rose property(202 Coulee Road). 
Zeuli referenced Resolution 1-86 that states all sale or other disposal of park land would require a Class 2 Notice per Wisconsin Statute 985. 

MOTION by O’Keefe, second by Erickson to consider the transfer or sale of park property on Coulee Road as requested by Gaffers. The Board recommended all legal costs, survey costs, etc. be the responsibility of the Gaffers. MOTION CARRIED.

DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON THE 2016 BOAT MOORING FEES & POLICY  Zeuli recommended no changes to the 2016 Boat Mooring fees or policy. He noted the annual mooring fee is $560. 
MOTION by Erickson, second by Hall to recommend approval of the $560 annual boat mooring fee and to approve the 2016 Mooring policy. MOTION CARRIED. 

DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON THE 2016 BOAT LAUNCH FEES  Zeuli stated the WI DNR 1.91 ordinance allows a base fee to be charged at the boat launch for residents and non city residents. He noted the last boat launch rate change was done in 2012 in accordance to WI DNR 1.91 and season passes were implemented. 
Zeuli commented that an attendant is staffed at the boat launch on a daily basis and all day on the weekends. He noted the launch can become very busy and ongoing maintenance to the docks, ramps, parking lots, lighting, etc. have a big impact on the parks operating budget. Casanova commented on the high rates of other launches in the surrounding area and that this increase continues to be lower.

MOTION by Hall, second by Erickson to recommend increasing the daily boat launch for city residents to $8.00 and non-city residents to $12.00 and to also increase the season passes for city residents to $80.00 and non-city residents to $120.00, contingent on approval by the DNR. MOTION CARRIED.

DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON THE 2016 PARK USER FEES  Zeuli recommended the park user fees and policies for reserving the parks remain the same for 2016. He noted the fees were adjusted in 2015 and that the services related to field usage, reservations and accommodations have not changed. 

MOTION by Hall, second by O’Keefe to recommend approval of the proposed 2016 Park User Fees. MOTION CARRIED. 

PROJECT UPDATE  Andrews stated the Burton Park warming house project is near completion. Noted the ice rinks are expected to open this week.  

Zeuli stated the Universal playground equipment for Weitkamp Park arrived and the plan is to relocate the existing playground to Lakefront Park in the spring. 

Zeuli stated the trails at Lakefront Park and Prospect Park are completed and final pay requests are being reviewed.

Zeuli stated lighting for the Dike Road and north end of the trail will be changed to LED. 

Zeuli stated an organization interested in reducing the amount of pesticides in the parks has been in contact. 

ITEMS FOR FUTURE AGENDAS  Casanova requested city staff to obtain costs for increasing the lighting at the Vine Street Sledding hill.

MOTION by Erickson, second by Hall to adjourn the meeting. 5:56 p.m. MOTION CARRIED.
